She concluded with an advice directed towards the budding writers, she said, “Readership
is more of a personal relationship, only if your readers can connect with your work you can sustain as a
writer. You have to keep reinventing yourself that is the only way to stay relevant in the long run”.

Mr. Jaideep Ahlawat who acted in major movies like Gangs of Wasseypur and Raazi took the students in
for a ride by sharing his experiences. He said, “I was always passionate about the army, | never thought |
will be part of the film industry. The failure to get into army got me into the theatre; the stage helped
me channelize my passion for army into something artistic and productive”. Reflecting on his years in
college he said, “Those 3 years helped me understand human behavior, | started reading Premchand.
The characters in these books helped me understand emotions more extensively”. Lastly, Advising
students on how to handle situations he said, “We should not let situations control us, do not be too
concerned about the result, opportunities will always keep coming. Keep calm and things will
materialize”.

Mr. Tanuj Garg, who has an experience of more than 15 years in the major production houses of the
industry, spoke extensively about the business of the entertainment industry he said, “The
entertainment industry operates in a very different way, and there is a lot of organized chaos. We are
constantly on the lookout for people who have functional expertise”. Reflecting on his journey to fame
he said, “I was always clear that | wanted a corporate career in the entertainment industry, MBA helped
me build a more holistic and generalist perspective towards business”. He advised any aspirant to try
and look out for internships in either advertising or broadcasting channels or film studios to start with,
he said, “You have to start small, seek opportunities, move to Mumbai and work hard to make a mark,
once you have done that, sky is the limit.
